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BHPR Clinical Prize  

Guidelines for applicants and application form
This prestigious annual award is presented to a health professional who in the view of a panel of judges is deemed to have submitted a piece of work that enhances patient care and/or contributes to the body of knowledge of clinical practice. 

The award consists of:

· A cheque for £200

What can I submit?

The award is competitive and the work submitted must be a piece of clinical work such as a:

· Case study

· Audit report

· New project

· Educational package

· New clinical service 

· A review essay

· Departmental innovation

Are there any specific entry criteria?

· You must be a member of BHPR 

· You must not have been a recipient of the prize previously

· You must not be submitting/resubmitting the work to another organisational prize

· You must not currently be serving as a BHPR Council member 

Are there specific questions that I should address?

When writing your application you should address the following four specific questions:
1. Why did you decided to focus on your chosen topic?

2. What evidence was there to support the need for work in this area?

3. How was the work carried out?

4. How does this work enhance patient care or contribute to the body of rheumatology knowledge.
How should my application be set out?

· The application should be submitted on A4 paper with at least 2.5cm margins

· It should be typewritten and double spaced in a size 12 easily readable font 

· The writing should be on one side of the paper only

· The application should not exceed 3000 words excluding references

· A word count should be placed prominently on the application

· Short appendices may be attached, but only if they are directly related to the application

· A submission form should be attached to the front of the application

How will my application be judged? 

All applications will be judged anonymously and independently by a panel of three BHPR Council members. The following criteria will be used:

· Structure

The application should be soundly structured and show a logical sequence.

· Presentation 

The content should be clearly written and marks given will reflect grammar and style. 

· Specific set questions

An assessment will be made as to whether the four specific questions have been undertaken.

· Originality

Is this a new innovation / development, has it been replicated elsewhere? Will it contribute or be a new contribution to the available body of health professional knowledge? 

· Contribution to clinical practice

Is it clinically relevant? Does it have practical benefits? Will it help to improve the lives of rheumatology patients? Will it benefit staff / rheumatological services?

How do I submit my application?

Four copies of the application (including one original with application form attached and three anonymised copies for judging purposes) clearly marked with BHPR Clinical prize application should be mailed to:

· Late or incomplete applications, or those who do not follow the above requirements, will not be judged. 

· Confirmation of receipt will be sent if requested but only if a stamped addressed envelope is included with the application.

All applicants will be informed of the result of their application by the President of BHPR. The judges’ decision will be final and they will not enter into correspondence with the applicants.

All applicants will be notified of the result via post. The winner is expected to provide a short summary, approximately 500 words, about their work for the BHPR Newsletter during the year following receipt.
